Auburn Youth Resources’ is a private
non-profit child and family resource
agency serving King & Pierce Counties
since 1973. AYR operates three major
community-based programs providing
individual and family counseling, two
residential facilities for homeless and
displaced children, street outreach
services for homeless young people,
adolescent substance abuse prevention
and chemical dependency and dual
diagnosis treatment services. We provide
our services in seven locations and provide
school-based student assistance programs
in 32 schools within 5 school districts in
South King and North Pierce counties.

(SKYS) serves youth who are homeless,
living on the streets, involved with the
child welfare system or are having
difficulty at home.

bed, state licensed, emergency shelter

for children who are homeless, living on

the streets, or having difficulty at home.

The shelter serves a dual role as a 21-
day emergency shelter placement and as

an interim care facility for children
referred through the Division of Child
& Family Services

The goal of the program is to stabilize

children in crisis and facilitate the
return of the child to his or her family

home or to a safe and supportive

alternative home.

SKYS offers comprehensive services

including individual, group and family

counseling, substance abuse treatment

and case management services.

SKYS provides temporary emergency

shelter for runaway and homeless youth for
up to 21-days. The SKYS team works with

each child to develop a placement plan that
meets their individual needs. The goal is to
find safe, stable, and long-term placement.

SKYS assists parents in need of placement
for their children during a family crisis. A
family therapist works with families to build
communication skills, enhance parenting
skills and find outside resources that can
make a difference in their lives. Aftercare
services are also provided.
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SKYS offers interim care residential
services for children referred through the
DCFS. Children referred may remain in the
interim care residential treatment program
for up to six months. The goal of the
program is to stabilize children in crisis,
provide essential services and facilitate the

return of the youth to his or her family
whenever possible.
